BAM Booster Board Meeting

Meeting called to order by Orlando at 9:00 am. 

1. Angela presented a financial report. 

ACTION ITEM: Board approved $400 to purchase 12 mats and 10 medicine balls for the dry-land program. The board also approved $150 to purchase TRX bands. 

2. ACTION ITEM: Allan will send financial data from BAMFest 2011 to Angela. 

3. 2012 new expenses: Angela renewed P.O. Box for 1 year $96 and the domain name for two years ($31). 

4. Board discussed the increase in number of members to the BAM Booster Club in BAM. Currently 74 of 127 BAM members have joined BAM Booster Club. Yeah!

5. Fin orders are coming in and April is planning to have new fins on deck in February. 

6. ACTION ITEM: Board approved $500 to purchase silicone and latex caps. April will check with swimmers on interest in ordering more fleece. 

7. Board discussed scholarships to help individuals needing financial assistance to attend away meets. April asked the board to consider scholarships for monthly BAM dues. Board members agreed that this was a more worthwhile use of funds, if scholarships were to be offered at all. The issue is tabled for now pending resolution of BAM Booster Club’s legal status. 

8. ACTION ITEM: Orlando to set up a meeting with Frank Warner. 

9. Allan gave a status report on BAMFest 2012. The date is set for October 6, 2012. The paperwork is in progress. Allan asked the Board to decide on whether we wanted to add more events to the meet in the form of mixed relays (free and medley). The Board asked April to make that decision. April will look at time constraints and get back to Allan. 

Other issue raised: The state is now requiring that we collect sales tax on meet entries. Allan contacted Linda Chapman of PNA. For the time being we will leave the net charge for registering for the meet at $16.00 and the per-event charge at $1.00. The taxes will come out of those charges. Club Assistant, the online registration software will include a statement that the sales tax is coming out of the net. Allan will also include such a statement in the paper registration form for those swimmers who don’t register online. Per the information for meet hosts document from Linda BAM will have to register with the state for charging the sales tax, but it can be a ‘temporary’ 1-time registration specifically for the meet .
